In 2015, the USAID-funded Health Finance and Governance (HFG) project aristan
completed a landscape analysis of the EPHS in the 24 USAID priority countries Methodology 2

for Ending Preventable Child and Maternal Deaths (EPCMD). ' The analysis
found that the government in most of the countries intends for the public
and/or private not-for-profit facilities in the country to deliver the services in
the EPHS. It also showed that several governments were implementing major
HBPs (such as social health insurance schemes) as a primary strategy for
moving toward universal health coverage. Yet it remained unclear how the
EPHSs and HBPs are formulated, how they are modified, and the extent to
which they overlap.

HFG conducted a second landscape analysis in 2016 to identify existing HBPs in
the countries, and the services they cover. It then did a crosswalk analysis — a
mapping of items on one list to equivalent items on another list — of the
services specified in the country’s EPHS and those identified in an HBP. This
companion analysis to the EPHS country snapshot documented the degree of
alignment between the EPHS and HBP.

This brief presents HFG’s findings and observations for policymakers and
program managers seeking to promote alignment of services in the EPHS with
services covered in the HBP and move toward universal health coverage.

Prime Minister’s National Health
Insurance Program

The Prime Minister’s National Health Insurance Program
(NHIP) launched in January 2016 and represents a
national effort to advance toward universal health
coverage. The Pakistani government collaborates with
State Life, a private insurer, to implement the NHIP. The
premium is set at Rs 1,299 per family per year, though
the government subsidizes the premiums of families with
a daily income of less than Rs 200 (US$2). The NHIP
provides benefits of up to Rs 50,000 (US$500) for
general treatment and Rs 300,000 (US$3,000) for life-
threatening conditions. The HBP is very detailed and lists
over 1,000 services, most of which are surgical
procedures.

Members can access health services at public and private
health facilities at the primary, secondary, and tertiary
level. Enrollment in the scheme is voluntary. With an
initial budget of US$86 million, the NHIP currently
reaches an estimated 3 million families in

23 districts across Pakistan. The Pakistani government
aims to eventually cover 22 million households but has
not specified a timeframe for its scale.

Waseela-e-Sehat (Benazir Income
Support Program)

The Government of Pakistan had established the Benazir
Income Support Program (BISP) in 2010 to increase
social assistance to indigent communities. Pakistan’s
Social Protection Development Project provided
subsidies for BISP. The BISP scheme targeted mothers
and other women, who comprised 67 percent of the
BISP’s enrollees. Though it never expanded beyond its
pilot phase, the BISP charged a premium of Rs 1,030
(US$9.80) per family per year and provided benefits up
to Rs 25,000 (US$238.61) annually per family. The
program used a household demographic survey to
identify indigent households eligible for the program.

In July 2016, Pakistan news media reported that the BISP
program had been shut down due to operational and
management issues. The NHIP is now the country’s
primary insurance scheme for Pakistan’s indigent
population.

HFG identified all major HBPs operating in the country
through a desk review of public domain sources found
through web-based searches, including: government
strategy documents, studies and reports, peer-reviewed
journal articles, news articles, and gray literature. A list
of sources reviewed is at the end of this document. We
collected information across all 24 countries using a
common template. We analyzed the HBPs operating in
the country which:

are fully or partially publicly financed.

employ a risk-pooling mechanism to provide
financial protection to beneficiaries when they
access covered services.

HFG determined whether the HBP had an explicit,
published list of covered services. We compared
services included in the government’s EPHS to those in
the HBP using Microsoft Excel. To indicate how each
service included in the EPHS relates to those in the HBP,
we established a color-coded system as follows:

The tables
present the health services essentially as written in the
official health policy documents, although HFG has
edited them to maintain a consistent style across this
series of country briefs.

The NHIP's HBP is primarily a list of surgical
procedures. Its overlap with the EPHS is limited.
